CHAPTER 5 

REVISED STATE OF KNOWLEDGE ABOUT MURDER-SUICIDE 

 

5.1 Summary of Findings 

 Violence is a public health concern. Whether the victim goes to the hospital or dies, 

emotional (135; 136) and monetary costs (137; 138) are high. Murder and suicide are 

considered violent acts by the US government. From 1968 to 1975 in the US (4) and from 

2003 through today in 16 states (83), the US government has also separately counted 

murder-suicides as violent acts. 

 The focus of this dissertation was to better understand murder-suicide and to 

distinguish it, if necessary, from murder and suicide. This was accomplished through the use 

of a self-created US national database that spanned the years 1999 to 2009. Descriptive 

statistics, time-series and spatiotemporal analyses were utilized to gain knowledge about the 

complex relationships among murder, suicide and murder-suicide.  

 Chapter 2, “Establishment and validation of a national database for murder-suicide 

in the United States: 1999-2009,” described the methods and sources used in the creation of 

the new national database of murder-suicide. Capture-recapture methodology was used to 

assess level of case ascertainment by comparing the new database against overlapping 

databases. Comparisons were done in two ways depending on the level of information 

available from the overlapping database: when only aggregated counts were available, 

comparisons were made against those counts. However, some databases provided case-

specific data; when case-specific data were available, cases were matched to one another 

based on the perpetrator’s name. Perpetrator/victim relationship, suicide and murder 
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weapons, perpetrator age and sex and victim age and sex were compared to previous 

research.  

 More cases were found by the new national database than any other database. This 

was true whether the comparison was made against case-based or count-based databases. 

Between 0 (when the same number of cases was found) and 116 more cases were found by 

the new national database.  

 Chapter 3, “A time-series analysis of murder, suicide and murder-suicide in the 

United States, 1999-2007” was perhaps the first murder-suicide study utilizing time-series 

analysis techniques. Monthly murder, suicide, murder-suicide, median family income, 

unemployment, divorce and proportion of the population African American or Latino/a 

were collected/found for the US as a whole from January 1999 through December 2007 

rather than through December 2009 as monthly suicide and murder data were only available 

through 2007. Johansen’s multivariable cointegration analysis found that two-month time 

lagged murder was positively associated with murder, suicide and murder-suicide. Two-

month time lagged suicide was negatively associated with murder, suicide and murder-

suicide. Two-month time lagged murder-suicide was not associated with any of the three 

events. The results suggest that murder may be a catalyst for additional violent behavior, 

suicide may suppress future violent behavior, and murder-suicide does not have an effect on 

future violent behavior at the national level. 

 Chapter 4, “Spatiotemporal relationships among murder, suicide and murder-suicide 

in the United States: 1999-2008” used a spatiotemporal scan statistic from SaTScan™ to 

further explore the relationships among murder, suicide and murder-suicide. The scan 

statistic looked for spatial, temporal and spatiotemporal clusters of any combination of the 

three events. Thirty-five temporal and spatiotemporal clusters of murder, suicide, murder 
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with murder-suicide, suicide with murder-suicide and murder with suicide and murder-

suicide were identified including a temporal cluster from 2003 to 2007 that included the 

entire US. No purely spatial clusters were found. Additionally, there were no clusters of 

murder and suicide without murder-suicide or purely murder-suicide clusters. Potential 

reasons for the clustering of murder, suicide and murder-suicide include diffusion and a 

culture of violence.  

 A major contribution of this dissertation research is the murder-suicide database that 

will be made public in 2012 on http://www.icpsr.umich.edu. It will be the most detailed, 

case-specific murder-suicide database ever available to the general public. Researchers 

interested in studying murder-suicides will be able to do so with date, place, perpetrator, 

dead and injured victim characteristics. 

5.2 Future Directions 

 This dissertation is only the beginning of a new trend in murder-suicide research. 

The availability of detailed, case-specific information through the use of the new national 

database will provide future researchers with the ability to focus their attention on a variety 

of new questions not feasible in the past. For example, the new national database includes 

information about injured victims: comparisons between murdered and injured victims will 

now be possible. Assessing how murdered and injured victims differ or whether perpetrators 

are different based on whether they killed all of the victims involved may provide public 

health practitioners with prevention strategies. 

5.2.1 Future research considerations  

 A major issue facing future researchers is data availability. The time-series analysis in 

Chapter 3 used months; future time-series analysis could use days if other variables of 

interest had date data. Spatiotemporal scan statistics could also be conducted at the day level 
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if daily population estimates were available. Problems encountered with data availability 

regarding murder, suicide, population estimates, economic variables and a multitude of other 

potential covariates included that the information is a) not collected more frequently than 

once a month, b) aggregated so that individual cases cannot be identified, and/or c) 

estimated based on less frequent surveys (e.g., monthly Census population estimates are 

based on annual surveys and the decennial Census (139)).  

 Privacy does not evaporate upon one’s death. The state of Wyoming was not willing 

to provide the number of individuals who committed suicide in 2008 by county because 

there are so few residents in each county that it would be relatively easy to identify the 

deceased. Policies that limit research due to privacy concerns stretch into life as well. Hawaii, 

Indiana and California, just to name a few, have stopped including number of divorces in 

their annual vital records reports. For example, the vital records website for the state of 

Hawaii states:  

In Hawaii, access to vital records is restricted by statute (HRS §338-18). The Office 
of Health Status Monitoring only has divorce records from July 1951 to December 
2002. All other divorce records are kept in the court where the divorce took place 
(140). 

 
It is hard to understand why so much information has been restricted from the general 

public or even from research. We cannot learn from what we cannot access. The 

introduction of more detailed data may help to drive others to want, request, provide, collect 

and receive less aggregated, time-limited information for research purposes. 

 The federal government should step in and take over the collection of murder-

suicides. Its man-power and budget would provide the most reliable counts and background 

information for each event. While the CDC does provide some support to 16 states, it only 

serves as a data warehouse and personally does not investigate the events, leading to variable 
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levels of collection and validation. At minimum, there should be a clear designation of 

murder-suicide on death certificates.
